BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE: Virginia Chase Bloetscher was a local author, storyteller, and
historian who lived in Cuyahoga Falls and specialized in local Native American history. Her
book, Indians of the Cuyahoga Valley and Vicinity was published in 1980 by the North American
Indian Culture Center, Inc. The second revised edition was published by Cuyahoga Valley
Archaeological Society in 1997.

SCOPE AND CONTENT: The collection consists of a wide variety of documents from Ms.
Bloetscher’s manuscripts, presentation notes, slides and photographs, research notes, clippings,
posters, artifacts, copies of treaties and maps, and fiction and non-fiction books pertaining to
Native Americans. The collection also includes correspondence, manuscripts, articles and
clippings from various people she networked with from the 1970s through the 1990s.
