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BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE: Roadway Express was started by Galen and Carroll Roush in
December of 1930 in Akron, Ohio. Roadway was one of the reasons Akron is noted as
the Birthplace of the Motor Carrier Industry. Roadway developed or adopted many
practices that would later become standards for the trucking industry. Today Roadway
Express, Inc. is a leading provider of freight transportation in North American and is
proud of its long history.
